Dear Mr. Koch: 
 
 I represent Accuracy in Media, Inc. (AIM) in the captioned FOIA request and 
corresponding lawsuit.  This letter supplements the captioned February 7, 2003, FOIA 
request made by AIM, its then-chairman Reed Irvine, Roger Hall, and Studies Solutions 
Results, Inc.  Specifically, this letter addresses AIM's requests for fee waivers under the 
FOIA.  Kindly refer to the CIA's June 15, 2004 letter to James H. Lesar, Esquire, wherein 
Alan W. Tate identified himself as the CIA's acting Information and Privacy Coordinator. 
 

The initial February 7, 2003, FOIA request seeking a fee waiver supplied facts 
supporting Mr. Reed Irvine's status as a representative of the news media, but did not do 
so for AIM because it was assumed that Mr. Irvine would be a party to any lawsuit, and 
since he ran AIM.  At the time suit was filed, Mr. Irvine was ill, and he passed away soon 
afterwards.  Therefore, I am now setting forth a separate showing for AIM's being a 
member of the news media in light of Judge Kennedy's April 13, 2005, memorandum 
opinion. 
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 AIM is an entity that is organized and operated to publish and broadcast news to 
the American public.  It has been disseminating its analysis of news media reporting for 
more than 35 years.  Its semi-monthly newsletter, The AIM Report, has gone out without 
fail for 32 years.  The AIM Report now has about 3,300 subscribers.  AIM's other 
publications include AIM columns, Briefings (opinions), Special Reports, and Guest 
Columns.  AIM's principals have published three books on the subject of the news media:  
Media Mischief and Misdeeds 1984; Profiles in Deception 1990; and News Manipulators 
1993.  AIM has also produced several nationally distributed documentaries, including 
Television’s Vietnam, The Clinton Legacy, TWA 800: The Search for the Truth, and 
Confronting Iraq.  More than 100,000 people visit AIM 's website nearly every month.  
AIM has an active speaker's bureau, providing speakers on relevant topics to various 
groups around the country.  Additionally, AIM delivers a daily radio commentary, Media 
Monitor, carried across the country.  Oftentimes newspapers and websites around the 
country have picked up The AIM Report's stories.  Due to its many efforts, AIM enjoys 
the ability to convey information to a broad public audience. 
 

It is thus clear that AIM gathers information of potential interest to the general 
public, uses its editorial skills to turn the raw materials into a distinct work, and 
distributes that work to its audience.  Upon disclosure of the records sought, AIM has 
concrete plans to make the information public in a Special Report, and perhaps also in the 
AIM Report, all in accordance with AIM's news dissemination function.  All of its work 
on the POW/MIA issue will appear on AIM's website, AIM.org.  Moreover, many of 
AIM's publications have referred to the POW issue.1      

 
Disclosure of the information is in the public interest because it is likely to 

contribute significantly to public understanding of the operations or activities of the 
government and is not primarily in the commercial interest of the requester.  Disclosure 
will help create a greater understanding of the inner workings of government as shedding 
light on the extent, nature, intensity, and duration of the government’s efforts to locate 
POW/MIAs, and will show the degree to which the CIA has complied in good faith with 
relevant Executive Orders and whether it has accurately informed Congress and the 
public about its search efforts and the information it possesses.  Thus, disclosure to AIM 
will meaningfully enhance public understanding of the POW/MIA issue.  It will also 
show how the CIA cooperated and coordinated its search efforts with other agencies, and 
show how the CIA controlled the documentation that other agencies possessed regarding 
POW/MIAs and detainees.

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The interest of enhancing the public's understanding of the operations or activities 
of the U.S. Government is clear.  The subject of the requested records concerns the 
operations or activities of the government, the records' connection to these government 
activities is not remote or attenuated, disclosure is likely to contribute to an understanding 
of government operations or activities, and the records are not already in the public 
domain.  Disclosure of the information will enhance public understanding of the 
POW/MIA issue as compared with awareness prior to the disclosure. 

 
As set forth above, AIM is entitled to status as "representatives of the news 

media" and thus cannot be charged search or review fees under 5 U.S.C. 552 
(a)(4)(A)(ii)(II).  Additionally, AIM intends to disseminate information derived from this 
request to the public, and, accordingly, seeks waiver of copying costs under 5 U.S.C. 552 
(a)(4)(a)(iii).

Dear Mr. Clarke:

In your letter dated 22 April 2005, you asserted that your client,
Accuracy in Media (AIM), is entitled to a public interest fee waiver of costs
associated with its Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request dated 7
February 2003. Alternatively, AIM seeks placement in the "news media" fee
category, which would render AIM responsible only for the copy costs, beyond
the first 100 pages of reproduction, associated with its request.

We have considered the information AIM provided in support of its
request for a fee waiver. We have determined that the standards for a public
interest fee waiver set forth in subpart 1900.13 of title 32 of the Code of
Federal Regulations have not been met. Therefore, we deny AIM's request for
a fee waiver.

With respect to AIM's request to be placed in the "news media" fee
category, on 13 April 2005, the Court, in ongoing litigation related to AIM's
7 February 2003 request, determined that both AIM and co-plaintiff Roger
Hall "fail to demonstrate their eligibility for fee limitations based on news
media status." Because the Court has determined that AIM does not meet the
criteria for "news media" fee status, we have placed AIM in the "all other" fee
category. As a result, AIM will be responsible for all copy costs, beyond the
first 100 pages of reproduction, and for all search costs, beyond the first two
hours of search time.

If you disagree with the fee waiver denial, you may appeal the Agency's
determination by filing an appeal within 45 days of the date of this letter.
Please address your appeal to the Executive Secretary of the Agency Release
Panel. We encourage you to provide any additional pertinent explanation or

I write on behalf of my client, Accuracy in Media, Inc. ("AIM"), a District of
Columbia 501(c)(3) non-profit corporation. Under the Freedom of Information Act,

5 USc. § 552, AIM requests all records pertaining to:

1. Southeast Asia POW/MIAs (civilian or military) and detainees, who have
not returned, or whose remains have not been returned to the United States,
regardless of whether they are currently held in prisoner status, and regardless
of whether they were sent out of Southeast Asia.

3. Prepared by and/or assembled by the CIA between January 1, 1960, and
December 31, 2002, relating to the status of any United States paws or MIAs
in Laos, including but not limited to any reports, memoranda, letters, notes or
other documents prepared by Mr. Horgan or any other officer, agent or
employee of the CIA for the Joint Chiefs of Staff, the President, or any
federal agency.

For the reasons set forth below, AIM seeks waiver of search and review fees as
being a representative of the news media, and seeks public interest waiver of copying costs
as disclosure will shed light on the CIA's operations and activities. See 5 V.S.c. § 552

All of its work on the POW/MIA
issue wil1 appear on AIM's website, AIM.org. Moreover, a number of AIM's publications in
the past have referred John Kerry's record on the POW issue, and AIM has a concrete
intention to do so in the future. AIM posts most of the docket sheet of its POW/MIA
litigation on its website (see http://www.aim.org/speciaLreport/I763_0_8_0_C/), but it
wi11 do more than just making the information available as a library would: AIM will
actively disseminate the information. Disclosure of the information wi11 enhance public
understanding of the POW/MIA issue as compared with awareness prior to the disclosure.

There is a pending House Resolution which would establish a new POW/MIA
committee. This indicates that this issue is stil1 of current interest to the American public.

Materials on POW/MIAs wil1 necessarily shed light on the operations or activities
of the government. Among other things, they will reveal the extent, nature, intensity, and
duration of the Government's efforts to locate POW/MIAs, a subject that has long been of
intense interest to the public. Records disclosed to AIM is likely to contribute
significantly to public understanding of such operations or activities by disclosing records
that have remained secret despite congressional inquiries and Presidential

directives to disclose them. The records will provide information regarding the
thoroughness, scope, intensity, dedication and creativity of the search for missing
POW/MIAs, and whether or not it was conducted in good faith. This information will
show the degree to which the CIA has complied with Executive Order 12812 and
Presidential Decision Directive NSC 8 and whether it has accurately informed Congress
and the public about its search efforts and the information it possesses. It will also show
how the CIA cooperated and coordinated its search efforts with other agencies and how
and the CIA controlled the documentation other agencies possessed regarding
POW!MIAs and detainees.

AIM believes that the records it will obtain as a result of this request will shed
light on the CIA's operations and activities by revealing that it has withheld information
regarding missing paws from congress and the public. This will show that the CIA has
not done what it should have done to locate missing paws and MIAs. The interest of
enhancing the public's understanding of the operations or activities of the U.S. Government
is clear, and the records' connection to these government activities is direct. Release of the
information is will contribute to an understanding of government operations or activities
regarding the POW!MIA issue, as compared with awareness prior to the disclosure.

One example of the information that can be found in government documents
regarding the POW/MIA issue is that the CIA and the military jointly conducted POW
operations. Another example is corroboration of Sergeant Major Jerry Mooney's
testimony before the Senate Select Committee regarding live paws who had been
captured but who were not listed as captured. Mooney had worked for the NSA. The
NSA's Technical Report 002 confirms Mooney's testimony of there being live paws
who were not listed as captured, but the Committee had discounted his testimony. The
paws' families never received NSA's information. AIM avers that the records show that
the CIA also withheld this information from the families of the paws.

DearGentlemen:

May 26,2005 CIA denial. Your May 26 denialof Accuracyin Media's("AIM")
request for fee waivers recites that AIM seeks a public interest feewaiveror "alternatively
AIM seeksplacementin the 'news media' fee category." This isincorrect. AIM seeks both
public interestfee waiverof copyingcostsunder5 USc.*552 (a)(4)(a)(iii), as well as a
waiver of search fees as a memberof the news media under 5 U.S.C. § 552 (a)(4)(A)(ii)(II).

The CIA claimedthat theinformationthat AIM providedin supportof its request for
a public interestfee waiverdid not meet thestandardsunder 32 C.F.R. Part 1900.13. Page 2
of AIM's letter includesinformationthat release is in thepublic interestbecauseit is likely
to contributesignificantly to thepublic understandingof the operationsor activitiesof the
United StatesGovernmentand is notprimarily in the commercialinterestof the
requester:
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Disclosureof the information is in the public interestbecauseit is likely to
contributesignificantly to public understandingof the operationsor
activitiesof the governmentand isnot primarily in the commercialinterest
of the requester.Disclosurewill help createa greaterunderstandingof the
inner workingsof governmentas sheddinglight on theextent,nature,
intensity,anddurationof the government'sefforts to locatePOWIMIAs,
andwill showthe degreeto which the CIA hascompliedin goodfaith
with relevantExecutiveOrdersandwhetherit has accuratelyinformed
Congressand the public aboutits searchefforts andthe information it
possesses.Thus,disclosureto AIM will meaningfullyenhancepublic
understandingof the POW/MIA issue. It will alsoshowhow the CIA
cooperatedandcoordinatedits searchefforts with otheragencies,and
show how the CIA controlledthe documentationthatotheragencies
possessedregardingPOW/MIAs anddetainees.

AIM's April 22 letter, as well as itsApril 26 FOIA request,meet thestandards
under32 C.FR.Part 1900.13.

The CIA relied on its ownregulationsin denyingAIM's requestfor a public interest
fee waiver. But its relianceon thecourt'sdecisionthat ("AIM had failed to demonstrateits
eligibility for fee limitationsbasedon newsmediastatus.''')in denyingAIM's requestfor a
newsmediastatusis contraryto law. See D.C.TechnicalAssist. Org. v. U.S. Dept.
Housing,85 F Supp.2dat 48 (D.D.C. 2000):

The decisionof an agencyto grantor denya feewaiverrequestis reviewed
de novolooking only to the administrativerecordbeforethe agencyat the
time of the decision. 5 U.S.c. (a)4(vii). (The additionalsupporting
documentssubmittedwith plaintiffs motion for summaryjudgmentwere not
consideredin the dispositionof this case).

AIM submitswhat it could not in thedistrict court. TheCIA is not free toexcludeit
from the administrativerecord. "In 1986,Congressamendedthe statutegoverningfee
waiversfor FOIA requests... The amendmentalso changedthe standardof review to de
novo,but limited the court'sreview to therecordbeforethe agency." Larsonv. CIA, 843
F2dat 1481-82(D.C. Cir. 1988). "Thecourt mustlimit its review to theadministrative
recordestablishedbeforethe agency." JudicialWatch,Inc. v. US Dept.of Justice,122
FSupp.2d 13(DD.C. 2000),Kennedy,J. Thecourt in Oglesbyv. US Dept.of Army, 920
F2d57 (D.D.C. 1990)remandedin part "tograntpetitionerthe right, if hechooses,to
pursueadministrativeappealsfrom the initial agencydenials"(at 71).

As the CIA cannotrestrictthe administrativerecordto the initial FOIA request,
kindly includeAIM's 1971 articlesof incorporation,as well as itsApril 26 FOIA request,
in the recordof this administrativeappealunder32 C.FR. 1900.13(c)). Copiesare
enclosed.

2
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Additional supportfor AIM's fee waiver requestsis its 1971articlesof
incorporation'spurposeclause:

The purposeor purposesof thecorporationis organizedis to promote,
encourage,sponsor,support,finance andfacilitate communication,education
andcooperationamongindividualsandorganizationsworking in the mass
communicationsmediaand toconduct,promote, encourage,sponsor,support,
finance,and facilitate research,educationand informationactivitiesand public
discussiongroups,forums,panels,lectures,andothereducationaland
informationalprocessesin connectionwith the masscommunicationmedia
andpublic understandingthereofwith the aimof improving the accuracyof
newsmediareportingin the masscommunicationmediaand towork for the
adoptionby editorsandpublishersof codessettingforth goodjournalistic
practicerelatingto accuracyin reportingand thecorrectionof errors.

The CIA's May 26, 2005responseconditionedthe acceptanceof this appeal on
AIM's agreementto beboundby feesincurred. ("In accordancewith agencyregulations,
becausethe Agencyhasstartedto processyour FOIA request,the Agencywill only accept
your appealof the feewaiverdenial if you agree to beresponsiblefor the costs in the event
of anadverseadministrativeor judicial decision.")

BecauseAIM's FOIA requestis duplicativeof RogerHall's andSSRI's(see Civil
Action No. 00814),andRogerHall hastenderedpaymentfor theseFOIA requests(see
DocketNo. 12), AIM conteststheCIA's refusalto acceptthis appeal absentagreementto be
boundto pay fees. AIM appeals the feewaiverdenialbut does not agree to beresponsible
for any costsin theeventof an adversedecision.

Moreover,the CIA's regulationthat it will not acceptAIM's appealunlessit
agreesto pay fees in theeventof an adverseposition is invalid becauseit violatesand is
inconsistentwith the FOIA. The FOIA givesany requesta right of appealand doesnot
authorizeany agencyto abrogateit. The right of appealis providedfor in 5 U.S.c.
552(a)(6)(A)and iscritical to (1) exhaustionof administrativeremedies,(2) when a court
hasjurisdiction to entertaina FOIA case,(3) when the statuteor limitations beginsto run,
and (4) thecompositionof the natureof the administrativerecordon which a Court
determineseligibility for a feewaiver. In sum, theCIA regulationabrogatesthe right of
appealprovidedby Congress.

Alternatively, shouldthe agencydeclineto acceptthis appeal absentagreementto
pay fees,pleaseprovidea feeestimateunder 32 C.F.R.§1900.14,at your earliest
convenience.This estimateshouldbe for those feesattributableonly to AIM, not fees
attributableto RogerHall or SSRI, whorequestedtheexactsameinformation. Underthe
CIA regulations,it must be notify AIM if thesearchwill costmore than $100.

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I have noauthority to bind AIM to pay anunspecifiedamountof fees. As the
reasongiven for agreementto pay fess isthat "the Agencyhas started to process your
FOIA request," please ceaseincurringany fees on AIM'sbehalfuntil the issue has been
administrativelyor judicially decided.

June1, 2005 CiA denial.The CIA declinedto "accept" thisRequestclaiming the
absence of the right to anadministrativeappealunder 32 C.P.R. Part 1900.42(c)becausethe
informationsought is the subject ofpendinglitigation in the federal courts.Specifically,
you recite that "items Ithrough7" of the "April 26, 2005 request are identical to items I
through7 of your 7February2003 request," and item 8,requesting"fee estimatesrelated to
your 7 February2003 request," is also "the subject ofpendinglitigation (04-0814)."

Items I through 7 of the April 26 Request are identical to items I through 7 of the
February 7, 2003 Request, but the CIA's reliance on 32 C.P.R. Part 1900.42(c) does not
apply to AIM's requests for fee waiver, asexplainedabove. The CIA's June Iletterrefusing
to accept the April 26Requestignores AIM's feewaiver requests.

And 32 C.P.R. Part 1900.42(c) does not bar item 8 fromadministrativeappeal. The
informationsought,regardingthe CIA's feeestimatesrelated to theFebruary7,2003FOIA
Request is not the subject of anypreviousFOIA Request. RogerHall's pendingmotion for
an accountingdoes notexcludeitem 8 from thepurviewof the FOIA. While not
authorizingCIA to incur searchfeesabsenta feewaiver, AIM requeststwo hoursof free
searchtime appliedto item 8.

AIM's April 26 letter is a separate FOIArequest,the denialof which AIM hereby
appeals.
